Health Records 
 

Hawaii State law requires all students to have a Form 14 Student Health Record 
and a DHS Form 908 on file. In addition, they must follow the State of Hawaii required 
immunization schedule and have a TB clearance by 12 months of age. If you choose not 
to immunize or are following an alternate schedule, you must have a religious or medical 
exemption on file. We will be reviewing all student’s records and sending out notices of 
missing records as needed. All missing records must be updated as soon as possible to 
avoid exclusion from school.

Just a few reminders this month: 
 

• Any questions, concerns, or schedule changes should be directed to our Program 
Coordinator, Miss Tiffany. She can be reached from 8am-2pm. 

• Please keep your child’s cubbies stocked with supplies, including extra clothes. 
We will have lots of water play throughout the next few months to keep cool in the 
summer heat. 

• Please take notice of any comments written on your child’s daily chart/ sheet or 
any posted announcements. Important info is written there. 

• Diaper changes are done hourly in the Infant Program and every 2 hours in the 
Toddler Program (unless one is needed sooner.) Your child can go through 5-10 
diapers daily. Please keep this in mind when notes are written about needing 
more diapers, and plan to bring extra if your child needs to replace what has 
been borrowed. 

• Lastly, we are a WELL child care facility. The Infants and Toddlers in our care are 
going to get sick. They do not always understand personal space, they mouth 
toys and hands, and they do not have a built-up immunity. This is just the nature 
of childhood. Children with fever are not permitted at school. In addition, if your 
child is not feeling well and requires more care than our ratio can provide they will 
be excluded from school. Please see our ill child policy for details.
